Dear Parents,

As you know, the school has been disrupted over the past
week and it is pleasing to see everyone back at KAS in good
spirits, ready to start work again. It is never easy dealing
with situations regarding security, as different people have
different expectations; however, it was pleasing to receive a
great deal of positive feedback from many families who
appreciated our “safety first” approach.

Last weekend there were protests worldwide in response to
a video that is extremely offensive to the Muslim faith. This
video has been condemned the world over for its

insulting content and here at KAS we also join in this chorus
of displeasure at its posting on the Internet. In Khartoum
there were also some protests, so based on the advice we
received from our security advisers and in particular our
friends at the US Embassy, we closed the school on

Sunday and Monday just as a precautionary measure. We
are hopeful that these problems have now passed and that
the remainder of the year will be free from disruptions. As
a final precautionary measure we are limiting the use of the
campus this week and therefore the swimming pool will be
closed outside of school hours until further notice, and we
apologize for this inconvenience.

This small break from school was an inconvenience for all
of us. However, it did give us some time to reflect on how
we deal with security matters. While we were generally
very happy with our response we will be reviewing all of
our security procedures and making sure that the school
remains the safest place that it can be for our entire school
community.

As with all matters relating to the school, parents are
welcome to give their feedback and any constructive ideas

are welcome.
